4. FW Parks and Rec. Department – Parks will not change the current instructor situation, that is, Jaison is contracted directly for all instructor services.  There was some discussion about using club gear for Parks classes, especially electric gear because of the maintenance and replacement expenses.  There was no recommendation to the officers on this matter.
5. Kendo – Tabled.  There was no new info from Mike. 
6. Financial – Per our directive, the board again requested that the officers provide a quarterly financial summary to the BOD.  There is still no additional control for club purchases.  Jaison continues to work on these two items.
New Business:   
1. Classes at the Clubhouse – We discussed insurance and membership requirements if we were to hold a class at the clubhouse, as well as whether our current landlord would allow us to teach classes for money.  Jaison will discuss this with our landlord.  Regardless of the outcome of that discussion, the following motion was passed;
